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Unified Bell Schedule for 2019-2020

Both SST and HS2 students will follow the same bell schedule this year. This allows students to access the full
course catalogs from both schools. The new schedule follows the district A/B day schedule. Crew (for HS2
students) and Advisory/Seminar (for SST students) will meet every Monday, Wednesday, and Friday. Classes on
these days will be 79 minutes, while Crew/Advisory/Seminar will last 33 minutes. Classes will last 88 minutes
on Tuesdays and Thursdays. All students will take 7 classes for credit and have a Supervised Study. In some
cases, the Supervised Study class will be replaced with a class like leadership, AVID, Flex Online, etc.
